Book:  A German family confronts the American Dream





Man of Two Worlds, a new nonfiction book by Texas writer Ray Grasshoff, offers fresh insights into the story of German immigration to Texas in the 19th century. 


Based on letters written to immigrant Wilhelm F. Kempe by his family and friends in Germany over 40 years, the book documents the tremendous disruption that emigration from Europe brought to family and friends who remained behind.
